Charging Policy

All education during school hours is free. We do not charge for any activity undertaken as part of the National Curriculum, with the exception of some individual or small group music tuition. 

1. Music Lessons
All children study music as part of the normal school curriculum. We do not charge for this. However, it is necessary to make a charge for instrumental music tuition in most cases. There are exceptions linked to family support and details are available on request.

2. Damage
Pupils will be expected to pay for lost reading/text books or wilful damage to school property.

3. School Trips
School trips and visits form an important part of the curriculum offered by our school. Parents are not required to pay for such visits but may be asked to make voluntary contributions towards their cost. No child will be excluded from a school trip because of non payment, but it is hoped that parents will feel able to support the school in it’s efforts to provide a full and interesting curriculum foe all its pupils.
If the contributions are not sufficient to enable a planned trip to take place, it might be necessary to cancel it.

4. Residential Trips

With regard to school activities which involve children spending nights away from home, Governing Bodies are permitted to make a charge for board and lodging and an appropriate charge for travelling expenses. Parents in receipt of income support or family credit may be entitled to financial assistance. The Headteacher is happy to talk to parents in confidence about that possibility.
5. Swimming
The school organises swimming lessons for all children in Key Stage 2. These take place in school time and are part of the National Curriculum. We therefore make no charge for this activity. We inform parents when these lessons are to take place and we ask parents for their written permission for their child to take part.

6. After School Sports
Sometimes the school offers additional sports coaching after school where a qualified coach, runs and organises these sessions. We make a small charge for these sessions. 
This will be reviewed annually or when any relevant changes occur.
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The United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC) is at the heart of our school’s planning, policies, practice and ethos. As a rights respecting school we not only teach about children’s right but also model rights and respect in all relationships. This policy is linked to:
